One of the most highly anticipated
developments at Temple University Ambler
is the opening of  the new Learning Center.

The $18 million, 72,000-square-foot building
includes 11 multimedia classrooms, seven
computer teaching laboratories, 385
computers, a distance-learning facility, fully
integrated technology, including wireless
access throughout the building, a math-
science-writing tutorial center, two art
studios, a café, and a 300-seat auditorium/
smart lecture hall.

The state-of-the-art Ambler Campus
Technology (ACT) Center - a 90-seat all-
purpose technology facility with software
applications serviing all Temple curricula,
computer labs, and smart classrooms place
Ambler at the forefront of delivering
education through technology.

The Learning Center will be the most
prominent building at Ambler. Shifting the
central focus of the campus, it will provide
greater learning opportunities for students
and provide an innovative site for
educational and community events.

The Learning Center also provides several
interactive spaces throughout the building

for student collaboration and group study.

AUDITORIUM

Ambler was once home to the Temple
University Music Festival and Institute. With
the Learning Center’s auditorium, Ambler
has a new venue for the arts. The
auditorium provides new opportunities to
offer cultural, educational, and
entertainment events for our students and
the surrounding community.

Temple University Ambler is the full-time
home for the Temple University men’s
soccer, women’s soccer, baseball, and
softball teams.

Conference. The fields are located on the
tract of land bounded by Meetinghouse
Road, Woods Drive, Butler Pike, and the
Ambler campus commuter parking lot. All
practices and games take place during the
day.

LANDSCAPE ARBORETUM

The educational experience at Temple
University Ambler is enhanced by the
beautiful grounds, which have been
designated an arboretum. The Landscape
Arboretum of  Temple University Ambler
includes formal gardens, woodlands, and
nurseries.

There is also a ground cover garden, herb
garden, sustainable wetland garden, green
roof garden, and Stine Fisher Garden, which
is a dwarf ornamental garden of native
woody plants.
